Visual Arts in Society- Fashion or Sculpture of Explorers
General Objectives:

· Students can analyze that arts (visual arts) became one of impact of exploration to the society. (connection)
· Students are able to describes arts objects that are influenced by an exploration (forms)
· Students use proper colors, lines and shapes to draw their design.

Specific objectives:
· Students are able to analyze the outfit that explorer (materials, design, forms) based on time or place.
· Students can conclude that fashion is one part of culture as an impact of exploration.
· Students design the outfit for certain explorer.

	Students brainstorm some aspects as the impact of exploration to the society. Students then find that art is one of the impact, then discuss the impact itself
	What is the impact of an exploration to the society?
What is art in society?

Why art different in every countries?
How an exploration influenced the arts?

 
	Students brainstorm on a paper and then used the notes to be dscussed in the class


	Furthermore, students then analyze what arts objects that may be influenced by exploration and try to find what element of arts until they focused on two aspect: costume or fashion.
Stduents then bring some example of costumes and sculpture that exist in the explorer era by bringing picture of explorer in their outfit, or sculpture picture.
	What is the impact of exploration on arts?
What is costume or fashion?


	Students bring pictures of explorer with their outfit and oicture of 

	Students analyze the fashion or sculpture of the explorer (materials, design, forms, lines, shape, and colors). They use table yo analyze the pictures)
	How is fashion different each other based on time and place?
How clothes is is different in different place?
	Teacher provide the pictures (and worksheet)

	Students then try to plan, design costumes and fashion accessories. Using the template provided by the teachers, students trace the human body, design the clothes, choosing the color paper, cut and paste to create collage for the costumes.

Students prepare any materials and they design it themselves following the appropriate process.
